1. CREDIT-SEEKING AUDITOR (KAMOKUTO-RISHUSEI) STATUS

Credit-Seeking Auditor (KAMOKUTO-RISHUSEI) who is not a student of ICU, should be
permitted to take specific undergraduate or graduate school courses in order to earn college
credits. This practice should be permitted insofar as education and research activities of the
regular students are not disturbed. As for the courses taken, the credit will be recognized and
kept on record.

2. The status of Credit-Seeking Auditor (KAMOKUTO-RISHUSEI) should be
given to the following persons.

<Certificate Program at College of Liberal Arts>

A) Teacher’s Certificate

ICU CLA graduates, who, having already taken more than two-third of the specific courses
required by the Ordinance for Enforcement of the Teacher Certification Law, wish to take the
courses necessary for acquiring the teacher's certificate. The application procedure shall be
decided separately. For details, please refer to the explanation in Japanese.

B) Curator’s Certificate

ICU CLA graduates, who have already taken “Museum Practice” course from Curatorial
Training Program and are aiming to take remaining required courses for the program in order
to obtain a certification for a curator-

C) Certificate for Japanese Teacher Training Program
ICU CLA graduates, who have already taken courses from this program in their years at the
university and are aiming to earn the remainder of the credits.

<Certificate Program at Graduate School>

A) Teacher’s Certificate

ICU graduate school graduates, who, having already taken more than two-third of the specific
courses required by the Ordinance for Enforcement of the Teacher Certification Law, wish to
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take the courses necessary for acquiring the teacher's certificate. The application procedure
shall be decided separately. For details, please refer to the explanation in Japanese.

D) IB Teacher Certification Program

One of the following criteria:

a) ICU CLA graduates/ICU graduate school graduates who registered for the IB Teacher
Certification Program while enrolled at ICU and wish to take the courses necessary for
acquiring the IB teacher certificate.

b) ICU CLA graduates/ICU graduate school graduates who have already obtained the
teacher’s certification and wish to register for the 1B Teacher Certification Program and take
the courses necessary for acquiring the IB teacher certificate.

¢ E) Others: We are not accepting credit auditors in this status for Academic Year 2026

Applicants must pay the screening fee and submit the necessary documents listed below for

6. REGISTRATION PROCEDURES and AUDITING FEE PAYMENT PROCEDURES

Those applicants accepted must submit followings to the Educational Affairs Office within a

week from the first day of the classes each term and pay the auditing fee through the bank
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transfer.

1) Registration Sheet (using the form provided)
2) Tuberculosis Test Certificate (using the form provided)
3) photo (3 x 2.4cm, for the ID card)

When submitting required documents to the Educational Affairs Group, we will verify your
identification. For non-Japanese nationals, we will verify your Japanese residence card
(Zairyu-card  7EH7 T — ) .

The fee shall not be refunded under any circumstances. If the procedures are not completed,
it shall be considered that the application has been withdrawn. Upon completion of the
procedures, the applicants will be officially accepted as credit-seeking auditors and will be
issued an ID card showing credit-seeking auditor status for the term.

7. RENEWAL OF PERIOD
Credit-seeking auditor status is granted only for the term when the course for which specific

permission is given is offered and when the TUITION is paid. If the credit-seeking auditor
wishes to continue as a credit-seeking auditor for the following term, they must submit a LIST
OF COURSES TO BE REGISTERED during the application period for each term and undergo
selection. This renewal is permitted at the university's convenience and not more than one
year. After that, the applicant wishing to continue in this status must repeat all application
procedures.

8. OTHERS

1) Only those residing in Japan during the auditing term may apply to be a credit-seeking
auditor at ICU.

2) Only when both all application documents and the screening fee are received, the
documentary screening begins.

3) Classes may be cancelled due to various reasons, even after an auditor is accepted.

4) A credit-seeking auditor is entitled to use the library during the term in which s/he is
auditing.

5) A credit-seeking auditor is not entitled to the privileges of Dormitory residence. Neither a

student commuter ticket nor a student visa will be issued on this basis.

6) A credit auditor, unless otherwise specified, must follow the general student regulations
of the university.

1. REGARDING COURSES REQUIRED for TEACHER CERTIFICATION
Please confirm either by consulting the Teacher Training Program Guide or by requesting a

Certificate of Academic Records for Teacher Certification (5% 7/7(ZE83 % GEAH &) from the
Educational Affairs Group. Those who have earned teacher training credits at other

educational institutions must attach their Certificate of Academic Records for Teacher
Certification (5% 7112843 % iEH] &) when submitting their application.

2. COURSES NOT ALLOWED TO AUDIT
Laboratory, seminar, and exercise courses may not be approved for enrollment. Please also

note that some instructors may not permit enroliment in their courses.

3. SCHEDULE CHANGE, ROOM CHANGE AND CANCELLATION OF THE COURSES

of January 2026. However, there may been cancellation or changes in schedules, so please
check with the Educational Affairs Group upon application.
