ICU has approximately 3,000 students and over 150 faculty members from
Japan and overseas. The university is located on a wooded campus in the suburbs of

special emphasis on developing critical thinking and academic writing skills, and
improving overall English skills of first- and second-year students. The successful
applicant will teach RCA (Reading and Content Analysis), AS (Academic Skills), and
RW (Research Writing) in the ELA.

6. A detailed plan of a lesson on reading and/or writing that you have taught at the
university level (A4 size, up to 1 page, double-sided)

7. A copy of B.A., M.A., and/or Ph.D. diploma
